Giuseppe Devastato

Pianist, Composer

Performs in concerts around the world, and is recognized by international critics as one of the most interesting pianists of his generation.
His art of piano playing has the peculiarity that lays in the search of a sound that imitates the human voice. This art relates to the “Bel Canto”, represented and handed down by the Neapolitan Piano School.

Since 2002, Mº Devastato has been a regular guest of the Ravello Festival, where he has performed the complete Beethoven’s Sonatas and Variations for Piano and Cello, in duo with Cellist Mº Silvano Maria Fusco.

Mº Devastato collaborates with several orchestra such as Filarmonica of IASI, Orchestra Sinfonica de Estado de Mexico, Venus Chamber Orchestra of Sofia, and Neapolitan Chamber Orchestra, New York.

In April 2008, Mº Devastato collaborated with the Neapolitan Music Society, at a world premiere concert at Skirball Center for Performing Arts, NYU, in the presence of Honorable Mario Cuomo and Mrs. Matilda Raffa Cuomo. Subsequently he was appointed Artistic Adviser of the Society.

Following his debut in Spain, at the “Fundación Eutherpe” he was appointed the responsible for the promotion of the cultural exchanges between Italy and Spain.

Giuseppe Devastato is also a very prolific composer.

In December 2008 he was presented by the Soprano Mariella Devia, the award “Verzari giovani” for his outstanding production, “Hommagé a Mozart” performed by pianist Bruno Canino.

Mº Devastato records for Warner Chappel Music, CamOriginalSoundTracks, Classica Viva, ShevaCollection and for Television and Radio programs in Italy, Europa and the United States.

His next release in 2010, "The Neapolitan Masters", is a CD devoted to music from '700 to '900 Naples, which will be available in selected cities in Europe and United States.

In March 2010 he is invited buy the Philharmonic of Iasi - Moldova, where it will be performed in World Premiere his symphonic poem "As my life."

Giuseppe is Artistic Director of the Accademia Pianistica Scuola Neapoletana "V. Vitale”. Currently holds master classes throughout Europe and is engaged as a composer for film productions.
